LA VIDA BUENA RANCH MANDATORY  LIABILITY RELEASE

BOARDER, GUEST AND VISITOR’S RELEASE OF LIABILITY
I, the undersigned, fully understand that:  despite all safety precautions, there are obvious, non-obvious and inherent risks always present in the handling and riding of horses and the general use of the premises of La Vida Buena Ranch.  Horses are 5 to 15 times larger and 20 to 40 times more powerful and 3 to 4 times faster than a human.  Horses can also be unpredictable at times.  Rider and/or guest are assuming the inherent risks of participating in or observing equine related activities.

By signing this agreement, boarders, guests and visitors are agreeing that La Vida Buena Ranch, LLC, it’s owners, separately and aggregate, shall be absolved and held harmless of any and all liability for any damages suffered by, or injury to, or the death of a boarder, visitor, guest or horse resulting from the inherent risks of equine related activities.  I understand this is an irrevocable promise not to sue.  I understand that I can decline this by immediately leaving the premises.

There are a number of inherent risks associated with an equine activity.  A horse may behave in a manner that results in damage to property or an injury or death to a person.

Risks associated with the activity may include injuries caused by bucking, biting, stumbling, rearing, spinning, trampling, scratching, falling, stepping, or butting.  A horse may act unpredictably to conditions, including but not limited to, a sudden movement, loud noise, an unfamiliar environment or the introduction of unfamiliar persons, animals or objects.

The grounds where you walk or ride may be subject to uneven surfaces and quickly appearing hazards such as burrowing animal holes or other hazards that can change from day to day.  It is incumbent upon the rider or guest to carefully watch for any and all hazards.

A horse may also react in a dangerous manner when a condition or treatment is considered hazardous to the welfare of the animal such as a collision occurring with an object or animal.  Hazards may occur regardless of whether or not a person exercises reasonable care, adequate precautions, or uses adequate control when engaging in activity with the horse.  Rider assumes full responsibility regardless of level of skill or prior experience, including first time riders.

Should the rider choose not to supply or wear safety equipment such as helmet, boots or other such paraphernalia, this is the personal choice of the rider and is not condoned by La Vida Buena Ranch and its owners.  All use of the tack owned by the ranch that is used by the rider is done so at the rider’s own risk.  All riders under the age of 18 must wear a riding helmet when riding.

I, the undersigned, am 18 years of age or older and have fully read and completely understand this document.  I further understand that ANY activity I engage in on the premises of la Vida Buena Ranch whether equine related or not, is done with the knowledge of known and unknown risks included but not limited to those mentioned above.  Minors must have this release signed by a parent or legal guardian.
